WHAT IS ATTENTION BUCKET?  

Attention Autism was developed by Gina Davies, a Speech and Language Pathologist in the 

UK. The key principle of ‘Attention Autism’ is that children are offered an ‘irresistible 

invitation to learn’ by using highly motivating and engaging activities which are worth 

paying attention to and communicating about (Davies, 2017). The ability to focus and 

sustain attention is critical for learning (Patten & Watson, 2011).
